E1liott Kanner and Phyllis Harmon attended the re-
cent North Shore Bicycle Club meeting in Glencoe where
we heard Richard Buck, chief landscape architect for
the Cook County Forest Preserve District, detail final
plans for the North Branch Trail.

We have ridden the Devon and Caldwell to Lake Avenue
section. Now the portion from Winnetka Road to Willow
Road is being paved, including a tunnel under Edens Ex-
pressway. The timely repaving of Edens made it econom-
ically feasible. The route will continue along Lagoon
Drive in Northfield, along a single lane west of the
lagoons to Tower Road, split to make a loop around the
lagoons in Glencoe, cross Dundee Road to enter Chicago
Botanic Garden at service entrance and exit at Lake-
Cook gate and go east along Lake-Cook to Green Bay Road.

There the route can connect up with the Green Bay
Trail which currently goes up to Lake Bluff in Lake
County.
