On April 25, 2013 
while on the Bakery 
Ride I had an accident.  
I was very lucky to 
walk away.  My bike 
wasn't.  I am writing 
this because I don't 
want anyone to go 
through what I did.  
Let me explain what 
happened. 

I was at the intersec-
tion of McHenry Rd and Rt. 
53, south of Long Grove, 
waiting for the light to 
change.  It went from red to 
green arrow to turn left.  
On Rt. 53 there was a semi-
truck at the closest lane to 
me.  I continued to wait and 
thought that the light 
would change green for 
me.....so...I started to go.  
As I looked I noticed that I 
still had the red light and 
that the traffic on Rt 53 was 
starting to move.  The semi 
truck was not moving so I 

continued.  As my periph-
eral vision cleared the semi, 
I saw a pickup truck coming 
towards me from the far-
thest lane.  I simply reacted.  
I did not think.  Slammed 
on the breaks and turned 
the handle bars left to try to 

get away from the truck.  
The truck did not hit me, 
but I think that the bike 
must have leaned very close 
to the ground because it was 
dragged.  It happened so 
fast.  The truck stopped and 
I jumped to my feet.  All I 
could do was stare at my 
bike.  The back tire was 
under the wheel of the 
pickup truck.  The guy 
looked at me like I was 
crazy.  Yes he had the green 
light. 

The police and ambulance 
came.  Fortunately I only 
suffered bruises to my left 
thigh.  I am sore, but alive. 

As a reminder....while on a 
bike we MUST follow all of 
the road rules.  We MUST 

wait patiently at 
intersections for 
the light to 
change or for all 
traffic to clear if 
there is no light.  
If you are in a 
group think 
about what you 
are doing.  
Those behind 
you are count-
ing on you to 
tell them if it is 
safe to con-
tinue.  Don't 
cut it so close 
that the riders 

behind you cannot follow.  
Better to wait until it is safe 
for everyone to cross. 

I want to thank everyone 
who waited for me to get 
back to the park.  I really 
needed those hugs.  Thank 
you for staying with me at 
the Bakery.  It helped me 
calm down so that I could 
drive home.

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Procedure Process: In 

Questionable Weather 

Situations 

If the ride host considers the weather fore-
cast to be severe enough to cancel the ride, 
he/she should post a message on the 
Wheeling Wheelmen Yahoo Group 
(wheelingwheelmen@yahoogroups.com).  
These conditions can include very high 
chance of rain or snow, severe winds, or 
other unsafe conditions. 

• If the ride host decides to cancel the 
ride, he/she should post a message to 

the Yahoo group no later than 2 
hours before the scheduled ride start 
time. 

• Of course, the host may post the mes-
sage earlier, like the night before, if 
there is really no question that the ride 
will be cancelled.  Or, if the host 
wants to decide in the morning, he or 
she can post a notice to watch for an 
update in the morning.  Generally, 
more communication is better than 
less. 

• Riders are encouraged to use the Ya-
hoo group, but if a rider cannot access 
the Yahoo group, the host can be con-
tacted at the phone number listed on 
the ride schedule. 

Every member should consider subscribing 
to the Yahoo group especially if they are 
planning on doing rides starting in the out-
lying areas.  Instructions for subscribing to 
our Yahoo Group are listed on page 7. We 
also encourage people to join the Wheeling 
Wheelmen Facebook page and ride infor-
mation is posted there, too.
